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Moving to a new area in one’s “gold-
en years” can be a pretty daunting
task, especially when it is an area
where there are no family members
or friends to greet you. Yet, when
Edward and Marge Hubbs moved to
Russell in the mid 1970s from New
Jersey, they managed to find a new
family through their volunteer work
at OLBH.

“Marge had worked as a nurse in several doctor’s offices in the
area, so she was a pretty valuable volunteer,” Jean Bowling, a
physical therapist in the Pulmonary Rehab unit at OLBH, said.
“She donated her time to help out with events such as health
screenings and administering TB skin tests.” When not perform-
ing duties as a secretary with the El Hasa Shriners, Ed could be
found piloting a golf cart transporting patients and their fami-
lies around OLBH.

“They were very loving people and over time they became like
family members,”
Luann Serey, OLBH
Community Services
director, said. “Every
volunteer director
needs individuals like
them in their organiza-
tion.”

Marge and Ed became
patients at OLBH
when their health start-
ed to decline. Marge
battled emphysema
before succumbing to
the ailment in May
2001 and Edward
developed cancer and
passed away in June
2003.

Though their smiling
faces no longer can be
seen at OLBH, their
relationship with the
hospital lives on
through the many lives
they touched, and
through the half of
their estate donated to
the OLBH Foundation
in 2003.

OLBH recently received a gift to help patient care and bring
new equipment to the hospital’s Emmanuel Unit. However, it
is the little girl who touched the hearts of the unit’s staff who
left a big impression at OLBH.

Two years of hard work was put on display in late October
when eight-year old Taylor Blevins of Vanceburg, Ky. present-
ed a countless number of beverage tabs to OLBH. The gift was
Taylor’s way of thanking Emmanuel Unit’s staff for their treat-
ment of her grandmother, Judy Jordan, and her aunt, Michelle
Carroll, both diagnosed with breast cancer in 2003.

Taylor began collecting the tabs after reading a story with her
grandmother about another child who had done so and donat-
ed them to a hospital to aid cancer care. Taylor set out on her
own mission to help those battling cancer.

Following Taylor’s decision her grandmother was diagnosed
with cancer with her aunt diagnosed only three months later.
The devastating news did little to derail the sprit of the caring
young girl. When Taylor’s brother Alex, 10, and grandfather
shaved their heads in support of Jordan during chemotherapy
treatments, Taylor wanted to shave her head, too. Instead, she
continued collecting tabs in honor of her grandmother and the
care provided by OLBH.

“Once her grandmother found out she had cancer she sat
Taylor and her brother down and talked with them

about the disease,” Greta Blevins, Taylor’s
mother, said. Judy Jordon lost her battle
with cancer April 19, 2005. Rather than
the loss of a family member taking the
inspiration out of Taylor’s project, she
continued collecting tabs.

“The amazing thing is I don’t really know if she is
aware of how much of an impact she has made in helping
other cancer patients.” Taylor said the most challenging part of
her project was finding space to store “millions” of tabs. “We
had them stuffed in cabinets and in the trunk of my mom’s car,”
Blevins said. “I want to keep collecting pop tabs and hopeful-
ly do better every year.”
