Since its inception in 2004, the OLBH Foundation’s black tie event
has served to provide funding for women’s services at the hospital.
The third annual event, titled A Night at the Courts, took place
September 23, 2006, and raised more than $110,000 – the most
successful of the three black tie events to date.

Once again taking place at the Ashland-Boyd County Regional
Airport in Worthington, Kentucky, A Night at the Courts also was
the official kickoff to the $50,000 purse OLBH Tennis Classic, a
professional women’s tennis tournament. 

Proceeds from A Night at the Courts will benefit OLBH women’s
services through support for digital mammography technology.

Tennis once was the game of kings; fittingly, A Night at the Courts sported
a medieval theme, complete with a castle décor and ornate place settings.  

John McGinnis, past chairman of
the OLBH Board of Directors, intro-
duces Sr. Rose Marie Jasinski, CBS,
who offered the opening prayer.

In 2006, the OLBH Auxiliary presented hospital officials with a
donation of $26,000 at its annual Auxiliary Tea. The gift and event
have become an annual tradition of generosity and effort on behalf of
the auxiliary.

More than $25,000 of the auxiliary’s donation came from the group’s
annual golf benefit, its largest fundraising event. Additionally, the
OLBH Auxiliary operates the hospital gift shop and conducts other
fundraising activities throughout the year to benefit the community
and, in particular, the patients of OLBH. 

The auxiliary’s donation will benefit
two worthwhile hospital causes; a
contribution of $13,000 was donat-
ed to benefit women’s health issues
at OLBH, and $13,000 was desig-
nated to the OLBH Foundation's
Jonathan A. Ferguson Fund. The
Jonathan A. Ferguson Fund finances
the purchase of equipment and
benevolent healthcare assistance for
programs and patients, including
Pediatrics and Oncology, and sup-
ports the annual OLBH Children’s
Christmas party.

OLBH Foundation Helps 
Six-Year-Old
Child’s experience with cancer made easier
thanks to OLBH donors. 

    When six-year-old Gracie Harris of
Olive Hill, Kentucky, was diag-
nosed with a brain tumor three
years ago, it was the beginning of a
difficult journey. Gracie endured a
rigorous treatment regimen that
included surgery, 15 chemotherapy
sessions and six weeks of radiation
treatment at Children’s Hospital in
Columbus. Fortunately, Gracie’s
cancer went into remission two
years ago.

During the experience, Gracie’s
mother Amy worried about her
daughter’s health while Gracie had
a different concern – her hair. After

chemotherapy caused the child’s hair to fall out, she began wearing hats
and other head coverings to conceal her head.

“Gracie was tired of wearing hats,” Amy said. “She missed her ponytails,
because she couldn’t have one. That was a big thing for her.”

Cheryl Cook, M.D., an OLBH pediatrician and Gracie’s doctor, worked
with the Harris family, referring them to Patti Banfield. Banfield,
coordinator of Ashland Community and Technical College’s
cosmetology program and originator of the Stepping Stones initiative to
provide wigs to cancer patients who have lost their hair, was able to help
find Gracie a wig suitable for a six-year-old.

“Dr. Cook is so much more than a doctor,” Amy said. “She’s been a
blessing.”

Dr. Cook also referred the Harris family to the OLBH Foundation, which
purchased Gracie’s hairpiece. Gracie was “definitely excited” about
getting the hairpiece, her mother said. 

“It helped her to be more like a normal child,” Amy said. “She was about
to start kindergarten, and the hairpiece helped her to look like every
other child in her class.”

Gracie and the Harris family are a wonderful example of how the OLBH
Foundation works to make a difference in the community. For more
